Pastors Report - Adam Niess

Session report was given by Ken Nelson:

The session has been very thankful for the smooth transition between Pastor Evans and Pastor
Niess.

PASTOR’S REPORT

Him we preach, warning every man and teaching every man in all wisdom, that we may present
every man perfect in Christ Jesus. To this end | also labor, striving according to His working
which works in me mightily. (Colossians 1:28-29 NKJV)

As | look back over the past year, this has been my goal as your pastor: to preach Christ by the
power of God so that you (and I) will become more like Him. And as | look ahead, this remains
my goal for the new year. Paul says in Galatians 4:19 that he labored like a woman in childbirth
in order for Christ to be formed in his hearers. That is my mission and prayer in our
congregation as well. May the Lord continue the good work He began in us and sanctify us
completely!

In 2019, | continued all of my usual responsibilities as your pastor: preaching morning and
evening, presiding over worship, moderating the Session, leading the CORPS ministry, visiting
folks, practicing hospitality, etc. But instead of recounting all of this for you, I'd like to highlight
some things in particular.

With the college students, | began leading my first MIT group (of 5 guys) and began speaking
much more frequently at the Friday Fellowship meetings. These two additions have certainly
made my life busier, but | believe they have also been fruitful and rewarding. It is a privilege to
invest in the young people of our denomination for Christ.

Over the last year, | also spent the first eight months completing our internship with Allen
Blackwood. We met weekly for study, encouragement, mentoring, and prayer. I’'m grateful for
the opportunity to also invest in him and look forward to what the Lord will do with him in the
future. Like the college ministry, working with Allen may not directly help our congregation but it
does help the broader church of Christ, which is important.

| have also tried to shepherd you well, both publicly and privately. As you know, many of my
responsibilities require preparation and time in the office. This is important time and | take it
seriously, but | also want to be with you during the week, whether over lunch, visiting in your
living room, or meeting for encouragement and discipleship. A good shepherd needs to be with
the sheep and | hope you will continue to give me opportunities to do so in the coming year.
Always feel free to reach out to me.

Outside of our congregation, | have continued to serve as chairman of our presbytery’s Selma
Committee, a provisional elder on the Selma RPC Session, and a member of the Candidates
and Credentials Committee. | also remain on the RP International Conference Advisory
Committee and am currently in charge of the workshops for the 2020 conference.
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Looking back over 2019, | am especially thankful to God for three things:

First, | am thankful for the new families He has brought into our congregation. These people are
answers to prayer and a great encouragement. As members of the body of Christ, we have
much to give them and they have much to give us for our mutual benefit (1 Cor. 12). Please
continue to welcome them warmly into your life and build close relationships with them.

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SESSION’S REPORT

The session gives thanks to God for how He is leading and guiding our congregation. As we
have entered our 51% year as an organized congregation, we are amazed at how God continues
to use us here in North Central Indiana. We are extremely thankful for the relative peace and
stability that 2019 brought to us as a congregation.

While 2019 was marked by peace and stability, we still experienced loss and sickness, which
God uses to continue to teach us lessons in love and care for each other. In the Spring, God
took Lois Long home to be with Him. Lois was a founding member and her love and care for
the church was always clearly seen. We have also had several members who are facing cancer
and other illnesses. Through these experiences, God continues to encourage us from His Word
and teach us the love and care we should have for our church family.

As a session we continue to be very thankful for God’s provision of Adam as our pastor and his
bringing the Niess family to Lafayette. We have been blessed with Adam’s faithful preaching of
the Word and his leadership in our congregation.

We continue to be very thankful for the faithful work of our deacons. Bob Sabolich and Aaron
Hartzler work tirelessly in the areas of stewardship, and mercy. We are also very appreciative
for those who have stepped up to help the deacons in many different areas of ministry. As a
session we are still keenly aware that we have a need for more deacons in our congregation.
We ask that you continue to pray with us that God would bring the right person(s) to be called to
this office.

We continue to be very thankful and appreciative for the work that Carole Fisher does as our
Administrative Assistant. She serves our congregation in many ways and has been a blessing
to us all.

In the summer, the session conducted a survey, predominantly focused on 2" hour adult
classes, and mid-week Bible studies. The response was very helpful as we considered what
classes and bible studies we should offer.

In 2019 the session met as a constituted court a total of 18 times. The session planning retreat
was held July 25-27 at the Bibby home.
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The congregation received nine new communicant members in 2019, Claire Overly, Seth
Hartzler, Adalyn Nelson, Matthew Bane, Isabel Bane, Michael Fielding, Angelina Fielding,
Gabriel Fielding, and Tony Fielding.

The sacrament of the Lord's Supper was conducted six times in 2019.

There were three babies born into the congregation in 2019, Waylon Brenneman, Marian
Blackwood, and Lilia Niess.

There were five baptisms in 2019, Waylon Brenneman, Isaiah Bane, Nehemiah Bane, Marian
Blackwood, and Lilia Niess.

The Lord took two of our members home in 2019, Lois Long and Gary Brooks. They will be
missed, but we celebrate that they are with our Lord!

In 2019 our average morning worship attendance was 95 and our average evening attendance
was 58. As of 12/31/19, our current membership is 118 (82 communicant members, 36
baptized members.) Net change in total membership is +1 from 12/31/18.

The session is very thankful for those who serve on committees and in other areas of ministry to
our congregation. If you are interested in serving on a committee, please speak with an elder.

Chris Stockwell continues as our Christian Education Chairman. Thank you to all our teachers
for all of your work in preparing each week to teach our youth and adults.

Our congregation continues to labor each week at the Tippecanoe County Jail. We faithfully
take the gospel message to the jail and Tippecanoe County Work Release on Sunday
afternoons and Tuesday evenings. Bob Bibby has been used for over three decades to lead
this ministry. Thank you to the many members of our congregation who diligently and faithfully
take the Good News to those in jail.

Purdue Corps (CORPS at Purdue) continues to be a key ministry of our congregation. Adam
and Anne Niess faithfully lead this ministry.

Youth Group continues to be a joint ministry with IRPC. The leaders are Ken and Christy
Nelson from our church and Zack and Flo Blackwood and David and Anna Allgaier from IRPC.

For the Spring semester of 2019, James and Bonnie Hill continued to lead Kids Club. The
session expresses our deep gratitude for their leadership of this ministry for our children. Due to
some changes in ministry needs, the session made the decision to not continue Kids Club into
the 2019-2020 school year.
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During the week, we continue to have several mid-week Bible Studies to encourage fellowship
and spiritual growth. If you are not in a mid-week study, we would encourage you to consider
joining one of the offered studies.

The Ironmen retreat was again led by our congregation. The retreat was held in April. Our
speaker for the retreat was Kyle Simms from the Associate Reformed Presbyterian Church in
South Carolina. The leadership of the Ironmen ministry has transitioned from Ken Nelson to
Jack Cottom.

In November our congregation hosted a community event “Living with Cancer”, a workshop
conducted by Pastor Rich Holderman.

As a session, we continue to be involved in the larger courts of our denomination. Adam was
our delegate to Synod, and Adam, Jeff, and Ken served as our delegates to Presbytery. At the
synod level, Adam is on the International Conference Advisory Committee, and RPIC workshop
committee; Bob is serving on the E&P board, and on the Inmate Membership Committee. At
the presbytery level Adam is serving on the Selma Oversight Committee, a provisional elder at
Selma, on the Candidates and Credentials Committee; Bob is serving as a provisional elder at
1* RP in Durham; Jeff is on the Pageland RP TGB, Covfamikoi Advisory Committee; and Ken
(and Christy) are serving as Covfamikoi conference directors.

We thank God for all these items and ask that you continue to pray for the session as we strive
to serve the congregation and seek God’s wisdom.

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DEACON’S REPORT

One primary responsibility for the deacons is in the area of mercy. This year met with a number
of church members and distributed funds to address various needs. Also, we met with
numerous people from outside the congregation and provided assistance to about thirteen of
them. It is somewhat discouraging to help and then not see those who were helped return to
worship with us, but we trust that God will use these situations for His glory. Overall spending
between members and non-members was split somewhat evenly.

Another responsibility is for the care of the building and grounds. The one maijor project we
planned a year ago was to have the parking lot replaced. In August, the old asphalt was
removed and the site was graded to allow proper drainage before the new asphalt was laid
down. A sealant was applied to extend the life of the surface and new lines were painted. Total
cost for the project was in line with the budgeted amount.

Most of the furnace and air conditioning units over thirty years old, which is well beyond the
expected life. Because of the age, repairs have become more costly as replacement parts are
difficult to find. Two units were found to require expensive repairs, so they were completely
replaced this year. There are four of the old systems still in use, and they will likely need to be
replaced in the next year or two.

Additional issues that required attention were repairs to the church roof, the removal of some
problem trees, a groundhog colony, and new pole lights. Some of the flowerbeds were
overgrown and neglected, so we had the Woodwards do some landscaping work.

As is our custom, a spring and fall work day were planned and accomplished to take care of
major maintenance and cleaning tasks. While we see fairly good attendance, it is clear that the
bulk of the work is being done by the more aged members of the congregation. There is a lot of
work to be done, and we ask that all members make these events a priority in their schedules.

We continue to work to address security concerns and needs. Everyone in the congregation
should be mindful of emergency exits and common-sense actions in the event of severe
weather, fire, or other hazards. Ushers are reminded to be extra vigilant in performing their
duties.

Our congregation has been richly blessed. We have a great place to worship, a level of savings
that far exceeds our debt, and many willing hands. While the burden is heavy at times and we
continue to pray for additional deacons, we are thankful for the opportunity and ability to serve.

Jesus answered and said to her, “Whoever drinks of this water will thirst again, but whoever
drinks of the water that | shall give him will never thirst. But the water that | shall give him will
become in him a fountain of water springing up into everlasting life.” John 4:13-14 (NKJV)

Have you ever been really thirsty, needing a wonderfully cool drink of water? Interestingly, once
you have it, it does satisfy... at least for that moment, but; indeed you will thirst again.

A number of years ago, Marlene and | had the opportunity to hike in the area around the Dead
Sea in Israel. We were able to spend time in the Qumran caves, where the dead scrolls were
found and eventually went up to Masada. It was 120°F, and it was so dry that it was like the
water was being sucked out of you. When we made it back down to the base area... our
mouths were dryer than | have ever experienced... and of course there was a guy selling bottled
water there... knowing we would pay any price for it. We did pay the price and thought the
water was better than any we had had before... why... because we were dry beyond compare...
we knew we needed that water.

The Samaritan woman that Jesus met, at the well, understood the value of water and knew she
had to constantly go to the well to collect it. When Jesus offered her living water, she did not
understand. When he offered her water that would cause her to never thirst again... she
wanted that water for sure... even though she did not really know what it meant. We go to the
jail twice weekly, bringing forth God’s Word, hoping that through the work of the Holy Spirit, the
men and women who we minister to would indeed thirst for that living water, Jesus Christ. That
the Lord would indeed quench their thirst for all eternity. Pray for God to do a mighty work at
the jail.

On December 22, 2018, we again were able to bring holiday treats to the inmates. They were
happy and thankful to have a treat of soft drinks and homemade cookies. As always, they are
touched by this simple showing of love and care for them. As in previous years this holiday treat
outreach brings in some inmates who previously have not participated in the ministry, but; show
up for treats... and, in God’s providence, some continue coming weekly to hear about hope in
Jesus Christ.

I am thankful for the ongoing strong relationship with Captain Lehman, he trusts our team, and
is very supportive of the ministry. This past year we made the transition to yet another Sheriff,
Bob Goldsmith. As | stated last year, he trusts in Christ and is truly in favor of the ministering of
God’s Word at the jail. Let us be thankful for the continued support of the ministry by the staff.
